SUBJECT: New CIP Code for Hawaiian Language and Literature 

The Classification of Instructional Programs (CIP) Code is used by all U.S. institutions to track and 
report fields of study.  Every ten years, the CIP is updated.  The required/ mandated CIP 2020 
changes were implemented in Banner.  This included changing the CIPs for Windward CC's 
Veterinary programs and UH West Oʻahu's Applied Forensic Anthropology program.   

There are also new CIPs which can optionally be changed per the institution's discretion, with the 
understanding a change in CIP may impact financial aid and/or STEM eligibility.  Neither should be 
the case for UH programs using the new CIP designation.
